Grammar 

 In every lesson your teacher will use your course book to give clear and easy to remember 
presentations of new grammar structures.

 At the back of your course book there is a Grammar Bank with clear rules and exercises to help 
you understand and practice new language. 

Vocabulary 

There are 700 new words and phrases on this course, learning them and doing what you want in 
English won’t be a problem!

Pronunciation 

 Saying new words in English can be difficult! 

 In every lesson your teacher will help you to understand how English is pronounced by doing 
the exercises in your course book. 

 You will learn the phonemic alphabet so that you can find out how to pronounce a new word by 
looking in a dictionary. 

 Remember good pronunciation is just as important as good grammar! 

Speaking 

Your teacher wants to get you talking! In every lesson you will have lots of time to practice the new 
grammar and vocabulary presented in your  course book.

 You will learn how to pronounce new words and phrases so that your spoken English is clear 
and intelligible.

You will hear recordings of people talking about lots of interesting  topics. These recordings are to help 
you: 

 Listen for general meaning. 

 Listen for the information you need without understanding every word. 

 Understand naturally spoken English. 

 Improve your confidence. 

Reading 

On this course you will read interesting articles from magazines, newspapers, news websites, factual 
material and novels. This is to help you: 

 Understand texts in depth 

 Increase your vocabulary and develop strategies for dealing with new words.  

 Consolidate grammar. 

 Get the information you need. 

 Enjoy reading in English. 

Writing 

The growth of the Internet and e-mails make writing in English an essential skill for most people. On this 
Bfluent course you will learn to write by: 

 Studying model texts and doing guided tasks to learn the skills needed to write more difficult 
texts 

 Every week your teacher will help you study and write a different type of text. You will learn the 
differences between formal and informal English.
